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Club/Organisation awarded funding to fix storm damages
Storms Dennis and Ciara wreaked havoc across the country recently and did severe damage to the facilities of many football clubs in England.

Robert Sullivan, Interim Chief Executive of the Football Foundation, said: “Grassroots football clubs across the country have faced challenging period in recent months.  As well the pandemic, many of their facilities have suffered significant damage caused by the storms and floods.
“The Premier League, The FA and Government’s Football Foundation is committing to supporting the grassroots game, which is why we have set up the Emergency Flood Relief Fund.
